Annotation: the Judicial Law and Prosecution Watch Chair of Law
Department of Tajik State University has been studying complex prob-
lems of a victim, develops theoretical and methodological foundations
of Soviet Victimology for more than a decade. These works were ini-
tiated and fulfilled by Associate Professor of the Chair, Candidate of
Law L.V. Frank. Since 1964, on the studied topic, he has been pub-
lishing scientific works, accepted in this country and abroad (the list
of published works and reviews is available). As far as we know, the
work in this direction, started at the Chair, stimulated scientific research
in the sphere of Victimology in some other scientific and educational
bodies of the country, what is good I itself, but sometimes ethical and
legal norm are violated. Thus, Candidate of Law, Associate Professor of
Leningrad Department of Academy of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of
the USSR D.V. Rivman also studies Victimology. In 1975, he published
a manual “Victimological Factors and Prevention of Crimes”, who also
presented a doctoral thesis on the same topic. Regarding this, we would
like to draw your attention to a number of circumstances, connected
with the protection of priority and author’s rights by Associate Professor
L.V. Frank. Since 1971, D.V. Rivman in a number of his publications
systematically adopts the research topics, fundamental principles, in-
cluding novelty, scientific sources, contained by works by L.V. Frank.
Moreover, one could see directly textually identical parts of citing, close
to piracy (see the reference). This fact permits us to apply to you with re-
quest to take it into account when discussing and estimating the Doctor
of Law thesis by D.V. Ridman.

Pobegailo E. F. Fundamental Bases of the Modern Russia Criminal
Politics

Annotation: the main, basic directions of criminality counteraction
should be paid a primary attention. The immediate parts, fields, sub-
systems of the unified politics of counteraction to criminality include:
1) criminal legal politics or criminal politics in its narrow sense,
referring to the fields of criminal legislation, perfection of criminal
legislation, practice of application of criminal legal measures for
criminality counteraction, substituting or strengthening measures, and
its management. At present, it takes the leading role in the system of the
criminal law politics just as the criminal law takes the leading position as
alegal foundation of counteraction to criminality; 2) criminal procedural
politics is a politics in the sphere of procedural legislation, perfection of
criminal procedural legislation and practice of application of different
procedural regulations and means of counteraction to criminality, and
its management; procedure is a form of the material law, criminal
procedural politics serves as a form of realization of the criminal
legal politics; 3) criminal executive (penitentiary) politics includes
the spheres of legislation within the execution of the criminal penalty,
correction of the convicts, perfection the practice of execution of the
criminal penalty, and its management; 4) criminological or preventive
politics is a politics within the sphere of prevention of crimes, including
legislation, defining direction and ways of criminological prevention
of anti-social phenomena, practical realization of criminological
prevention and its management. criminological politics is closely
related to what is called the strategy of counteraction to criminality. It
is known that prevention is the most effective means in prevention of
delinquency; 5) administrative legal politics, including administrative
legislation and application of administrative legal regulations in practice
for counteraction to criminality and its “background” phenomena
(alcohol addiction, drugs consumption, roguery, beggary, child neglect,
prostitution, etc), and its management. It is obvious, that administrative
politics is an important factor of law enforcement in the society. It deals
not with the administrative legislation, but with some of its parts which
directly counteract criminality.

Fadeev V. N. On Correspondence of Logics and Subject of the
Fundamental Criminology

Annotation: while it concerns the subject of the classical
criminology, its singular crimes and criminology in accordance with the
criminal code and some other codes, such philosophic point of view
of criminology is tolerable. However, if the conditions change, the life
of the planet damages, population of the Earth decrease, the economy
and consciousness of the population degrade, etc. — criminology
as an intellectual form of human conscience, could not and should
not stay primitive and indifferent in its conceptual and philosophic
methodological point of view.

In order to do so, it is necessary to take up constructive and responsive
position to life on the planet. To do so, it is necessary to understand that
we are not servants of God, but his children, precisely, children of Good
Lord (or Sunny ones, as is said in different sources), define and suggest
concrete and adequate good targets for a definite period — of somewhere
20-25 years ahead and try to achieve it.

In fact, this position shows up by the logics of conduct in these or that
conditions, including reaction to information about human activity and
contents of natural and man-made environment of our habitat, to which
we interact and adopt at the cost of our life and health. Actually, this is
a so-called “bio social” price within some condition, which could be
treated as a natural measure of evaluation of its character.

It is important, that this price varies a lot, or reflects the character
of interaction between the human, society and the Nature, including a
high one for negative or incorrect attitude to it. So, unifying of these
two aspects of human life and conduct on the Planet and conduct of the
Planet as a response to the human one is adequate.

Thus, it is adequate within FUNDAMENTAL CRIMINOLOGY,
which defines its subject as a field of interaction of metaphysical space
essences, which are diametric in its character of action.

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Orlov V. N. On the Aim of the Criminal Punishment in the Form of
Restoration of Criminological Justice

Annotation: the author suggests amending Chapter 9 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation by introduction of Art. 43", including
the following, “Restoration of Criminological Justice”

1. Restoration of criminological justice as a procedure includes
bringing to the same state of violated by criminal encroachment legal
rights, obligations and interests of physical persons and legal entities,
society, state and the world society.

2. The means of restoration of criminological justice are forfeiture,
limitation, substitution and amendment of rights, obligations and legal
interests of the convict, compensation for harm done by the crime, and
exclusion of physical sufferings or humiliation of human dignity to be
the aims of punishment.

3. Appraisal criteria for restoration of criminological justice could
contain the following moral and juridical index: a) attitude of the
legislator to the committed criminal act and corresponding penalty;
b) attitude of the court to the committed crime and corresponding
penalty; c) attitude of the institution / body, executing the corresponding
penalty for the committed crime, to the order and conditions of
penalty execution; d) attitude of the victim to the committed crime and
corresponding penalty; e) attitude of the society to the committed crime
and order, conditions (sentencing and execution) of the corresponding
penalty; f) attitude of the world society to the committed crime and
order, conditions of application (sentencing and execution) of the
corresponding penalty.

4. Ability for restoration of the criminological justice could be
evaluated within the following levels:

1) high level, that means that at the stage of sentencing and/or
executing the criminal penalty, social justice is mostly restored — when
the aim of the criminal punishment in the form of social justice regards
most legal rights, obligations and interests of a physical person or legal
entity, society, state and the world society, and the convict does not need
to serve the full sentence, applied by the court;

2) middle level, i.e. at the stage of sentencing and/or executing the
criminal penalty, the social justice is restored not in the full — within
the achievement of the aim of the criminal penalty in the form of social
justice, some legal rights, obligations and interests of a physical person,
legal entity, society, state and the world society are regarded;

3) low level, i.e. at the stage of sentencing and/or executing the
criminal penalty, the social justice is restored only partially — within
the achievement of the aim of the criminal penalty in the form of social
justice, only several definite legal rights, obligations and interests of
a physical person, legal entity, society, state and the world society are
regarded;

Sych K.A. The Criminal Punishment and Its Contents

Annotation: the author makes preliminary conclusions. First, the
regulatory doctrinal definition of the criminal punishment does not al-
low showing its interaction with other social phenomena. Annomayusi:
aBTOp JeNaeT Cieaylolue mpeaBapuTenbHble BoBoabL. It defines the
notion of penalty in a static condition and, thus, in this condition it is
of primary importance for the criminal legal doctrine. Such a defini-
tion is a source of conceptual framework, it “polishes” the categories of
law thus creating preconditions for the elimination of discordances in
any research field of the criminal legal concept. Second, the analysis of
counteraction of the criminal punishment is possible in case it is studied
not as a legal, but as a juridical phenomenon. Detecting of this category
is a new thing for the criminal law science and could raise doubts if it
is regarded as a simple change in terms. But the provided arguments
prove the necessity of it, because the notion “legal phenomenon” finally
is genetically connected with a regulatory doctrinal analysis of penalty
and prohibit to the transit to the other aspect of research.

Third, the criminal punishment as a juridical phenomenon represents
a juridical system. There is no doubt, that the criminal penalty as a regu-
latory doctrinal notion and the criminal penalty as a juridical system are
principally differ from each other and thus require different approaches
in research.

Fourth, being a juridical system, the penalty comes out of the bor-
ders of the subject of regulatory doctrinal analysis and consists a part of
the subject of the criminal sociology, which, being still not sufficiently
explored exists within the Criminal law science. So, the studying of
penalty as a juridical system belongs to the criminal law aspects, which
at present includes studying of other juridical systems, arousing in con-
nection with this category of this field of law.

Fifth, along with regulatory doctrinal definition of the criminal pen-
alty, there should be and is possible to give its sociological definition.
The experience of defining categories of the law in different aspects is
built up by the criminal law science. After some working out of its theo-
retical preconditions, it could be transmitted to the definition of penalty,
leading to its further detailed research.

Sixth, more detailed studying of the criminal penalty isn’t possible
without detailed research of its criminological aspects, directly referring
to this problem. First of all, it deals with the following criminologi-
cal properties: personality of a criminal, dangerous state of personality,
aggravating and extenuating circumstances, actions of corporate rules,
criminal laws, having a negative impact onto preventive meaning of
punishment. Thus, it is necessary to point out, that the criminological
aspect is independent and a preliminary object of research, not con-
nected with the subject of the criminal legal sociology.

Karabasheva M. A. Some Historical Stages of Development of
Juvenile Responsibility for Mercenary Crimes (in 18—19" Centuries)

Annotation: till the end of the 17" century, there were no attempts
to protect the juvenile from the extensively strict penal impact of the
criminal law. Attitude to the juvenile criminality was not a special
subject for studying or separate preventive impact. Only since the mid-
18 century, the State aimed at complex humanization of regulations,
providing criminal responsibility of the juvenile and applied penal
measures. The age of bringing to prosecution (since 10-year-old) and the
underage (17-year-old) were defined by legislation. Being of minor age
correspondingly excluded the possibility of application of the criminal
penalty, which required mitigation. There was a priority of correctional
preventive measures over oppressive. Requirement to detect the causes
and conditions of juvenile crime were treated as preventive measures.
And, only since the mid-XIX century, the tendency of growth of
mercenary character of juvenile crime, which still possesses the same
property at present, juvenile crime prevention attaches to police forces,

1. Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil and military
schools and others, having no scientific degree (being written in no
cooperation with candidates or doctors of law), but who possess privity
of contract with the Bulletin, should undergo the reviewing: 1) resolution
(recommendation) by the Editorial Board of the school or the Scientific
Council of a Law Department of a University. 2) written review (review)
by a Doctor of Philosophy, authoritative author in the region (or school),
not being a scientific guide (consultant). Articles, contributed by candidate
and doctors of law (including those in co-authorship with post-graduate
students of civil and military schools and others, having no scientific
degree), who possess the privity of contract with the Bulletin, come
according to the resolution (recommendation) of the Editorial Board or
Scientific Council of a Law Department of a University.

2. Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil and
military schools and others, having no scientific degree, candidates and
doctors of law, coming on the initiative of the authors, are accepted
according to the resolution of the review (which is given by the Heads
of the by post-graduate students of civil and military schools and others,
having no scientific degree Editorial Departments within the field of
the knowledge). Articles, contributed by post-graduate students of civil
and military schools and others, having no scientific degree (not written
in co-authorship with candidates or doctors of law), coming on the
initiative of the author, are accepted to be reviewed by the Heads of
the Editorial Departments according to: 1) resolution (recommendation)
of an Editorial Council or Scientific Council of Law Department of
the school they belong to. 2) written review (review) by a doctor of
law, being an author in the region (school) and not providing scientific
guidance (consultation) to this student. Articles by candidates of science
(including those in co-authorship with post-graduate students of civil
and military schools and others, having no scientific degree) are usually
accepted to be reviewed according to the written review (review) by a
doctor of law, being an author in the region (school). Articles by doctors
of law (including those in co-authorship with post-graduate students of
civil and military schools and others, having no scientific degree, and
candidates of law), are usually accepted by the Heads of the Editorial
Departments of the corresponding field of knowledge without any
resolutions (recommendations) and reviews.

3. Articles by the authors, taken to the Editorial Board of the Bulletin
to be reviewed, undergo the discussion at the meeting of the Editorial
Board of the Bulletin, where the resolution is given by at least two mem-
bers of the Editorial Board (one written and one oral review), being
the specialists in the corresponding field of knowledge. Direct respon-
sibility for the timed review is entrusted to the Heads of the Editorial
Departments of the corresponding field of knowledge or research. The

CONDITIONS AND REQUIREMENTS
FOR PUBLICATIONS IN THE BULLETIN

In connection with the fact, that the Bulletin was accepted to the List
of leading reviewed scientific bulletin and editions, which should publish
basic scientific results of candidate and doctoral thesis research, since
January 1, 2007 and taking into account the fact that up to nowadays
in the Bulletin the works, contributed by doctors and candidates of law
were published, the requirements to the materials stay the same.

They are:

1) contributed works by post-graduate students of civil and military
schools, applicants should be of 0,24 printed sheet.; for the applicants to
doctoral degree — 0,48 printed sheet;

2) any work, contributed to publication, should correspond to a
doctoral scientific level. Otherwise, it would be declined. It should
dwell on some new or direction in criminology and law, or at least
provide some substantial development of the existing knowledge in the
corresponding field, include some innovatory ideas;

3) as it was before, any work in any field of law and any other science
is accepted if it correspond the declared requirements, as far as the
Bulletin remains a criminological one:

a) research in any field of law should include a criminological
expertise of supposed innovations, among them: at least an answer
to the following questions: I)if there is a competence between the
supposed norms of law and those in force; contradictions within the
field of law and between the fields, leading to law violation and crime
commitment as the most dangerous form of its manifestation; II) the
impact of the supposed project of a normative act to the dynamics of
criminality and law violation; growth of one type of criminality and
decrease of the others; IIT) the way the supposed innovation could
influence latent criminality and law violation and perception of a real
state of criminality; IV) the way the supposed norm of law influence
crime commitment, dynamics of criminal behavior, counteract it or
be neutral; V) if the supposed norm has a preventive function, i.e.
if it possesses one of the aspects of bases of precaution of crimes or
law violation; VI) if it prevents from or stimulates the investigation
of crimes and violations of the law; VII) what is the criminological
potential of the supposed norm of law, its perspectives today, in the
nearest and farthest future;

b) if the author could not make a criminological expertise of the
supposed norm, thus it is necessary to make conclusions about the
field of the theory of law, which deals with delictology: qualitative —
quantitative features of the analyzed law violation from the point of
view of legal statistics; corpus delicti of the analyzed law violation,
delict, and/or corpus delicti of the sanctions; causes and conditions of
the delicts at general social level (violation of law) and personal micro
environmental, individual level (violation of law, delict in a field of
law); personality of a delinquent; prevention (precautions), avoidance,
suppression of law violation;

c) the contributed article should include the results of a juridical
research you held: integrated results of activity of the world, federal
judges, arbitrary and intermediate courts, Constitutional Court of RF and
Subjects of Federation, or the results of civil, criminal, administrative
disciplinary, constitutional procedure, or any other results of any
juridical or law applicatory activity.

The amount of the article, contributed by a doctor in law, should be
more than 1 printed sheet. The authors, mostly doctors of law, whose
articles were ordered, are given fees and the author should provide the
following personal information: number of his passport, year, month
and date of birth, home address with postal index, TIN.

The materials published in the Bulletin do not necessarily reflect the
point of view of the Editorial Bulletin.

Authors are fully responsible for the selection and verity of the
provided facts, list of quotations, criminological, sociological,
psychological and other data, personal and other data, and for the use of
the data, not intended for publication.
