Jalinski A.E. Liberal Conservative Idea and lts
Reflection in Criminal Code of Russian Federation
Compulsory conditions are: constitutional loyalty,
professionalism, recognition of the results of the ideas
proclaimed. Ordinarily, liberalism means limited power.
In Oxford dictionary, liberalism is interpreted as protection
of personality rights and maximal widening of freedom
in choosing, but not as diminution of responsibility for
the choice made, in case it violates criminal norms.
Liberalism, concerning criminal law, possesses three
special features: 1. self-regulation within rights and some
definite independence; 2. historically, theoretically and
practically, liberalism directs towards strict punishment,
including death penalty; 3. decisions made are based on
freedom and property values, on personal responsibility.
The ideas of conservative liberalism are: 1. criminal law,
giving a monopoly on violence to the State, bases on the
rights of the objects of the violence and inadmissibility
of violation; 2. any criminal law defends, more or less,
personality rights, property and existing system in
its own way; development and condition of criminal
legislation is determined by the factors: objective
requirements of governing and some consent on legal
violence portability in society; 4. liberal ideas, for
example, in Germany, didn’t prevent Nazism along with
preserving of Criminal Code of 1871. Main background
on the development of criminal law theory is: social
and economical unprofitableness of criminal repressive
measures; criminal legislation inflation; unmotivated
strengthening of responsibility; lowering of technical
level of criminal legislation. Directions: legitimation and
concrete definition of criminal legislation on the basis of
its target function analysis, verification of its instrumental
effectiveness and criminological research of the subject
and mechanism of criminal law regulation; perfection
of methodology and methods of criminal legislation
projection.

Analytical Report

The author points out the targets of the research step
be step, and reaches the goal. What is a socialistic idea
today? How is it reflected in criminal legislation? Why
should it be necessarily reflected in criminal legislation?
And, more concrete: what is socialism? Idea as a basis of
theory and statutory act; on the social integrative function
of criminal law; constitutional bases of social orientation
of Criminal Code; manifestation of socialistic principles
in criminological legislation; equality and justice as
legislative categories; on the principle of democracy; the
notion of crime; object of crime; human defense is the main
target of criminal law; metamorphoses of confiscation;
criminal law and economics (conclusion — in order to
understand contemporary economical crimes one should
apply economical approach to human behavior); raiding
(conclusion — scaled raiding is possible only along with
scaled corruption); ideological component of criminal law
prohibition; on professionalism in legislative projection.
The author concludes: criminal law can be effective if it
is projected within interests of the people, it protects the
people — that is its contemporary social role; otherwise,
it only promotes the process of estrangement of power
from the people.

Foreword to the Editor’s-in-Chief Edition

It says about the history of the rubric “History of
Criminology in Original”, which actually started in the
first issue of the journal from the publication of the full
original text of the first criminological work by Alexander
Nikolaevitch Radischev “On Regulations” (1801). In the
second issue the first two parts of Code of Laws of Crime
Prevention in 1832 were published. In the third issue
the publication of the Code of Laws continued — the full
original texts of the 3d, 4" and 5" part were presented.
In the 4" issue the enclosure to the Code, devoted to
censorship, was published. In the 6™ issue the full original
text of Code of Crime Prevention in 1842 was published.
In further issue the publication of different editions of the
Code is planned.

Code of Crime Prevention (Edited in 1857)

The Editorial Board of the Bulletin informs the
readers about the decision taken to publish in this issue
the full original text of the Code of Crime Prevention in
1857, which differs in a way from that of 1832, including
the enclosures, which didn’t exist before, and from that
of 1842. This edition includes the General Part, as well
as the edition of 1842, though only of 2 articles, but the
definition of crime prevention is already given.

A.M. Yakovlev. Foreword to Abstract to the Doctoral
Thesis
In 1957-1960 1 worked at the Scientific Research
Department of Management of MIA USSR. In this
period they started to transform Stalin’s death camps into
reformatories. In the Criminal Code of that time there
was no such a term as “repeated commission of offence”.
In 1965 a doctoral thesis devoted to this topic was
successfully defended. From that period the system of
norms of criminal responsibility for repeated commission
of offence became a permanent part of CC.

4 — “Criminal Groups of Repeaters”; 5 — “Social Danger
of Personality of Repeater”’; 6 — “Conviction of Special
Dangerous Recidivist”. The other chapters are conclusive
and are of rather criminal penological and procedural
character: 7 — “Imposition of Penalty to Recidivist™; 8 —
Execution of the Sentence”; 9 — “Prevention of Repeated
Commission of Offence”; 10 — “Organized, Professional
Criminality in Contemporary Capitalistic Countries”.
The research is based on the analysis of personalities of
somewhere 1000 recidivists within the period of 1957-
1960 in reformatories, monographic research of 200 of
special dangerous recidivists in 1961-1962 and more
than 500 convicts — recidivists in one of the regions of
RSFSR.

Conclusion 1: the results do not contradict the
statement, that there is a temperate positive linear
correlation between the number of crimes registrated
and the number of the criminals found, which allows to
explain and to predict the number of criminals found with
the help of the equation derived. As a rule, the number
of conducted crimes grows extensively, not intensively,
i.e. new crimes are committed by new criminals. Zero
hypothesis is rejected, and the alternative one is accepted.
Correlation coefficient causes anxiety as it is statistically
insignificant (according to f-criterion), as well as an
average approximation error (14,6 %). At the same time,
parameters of the equation are statistically significant,
which is proved by correspondent #-statistics; Fisher’s
F-criterion, proving the hypothesis about the statistic
significance of regression equation in general and in our
case in particular 1-a=0,95 (95%) shows, that regression
equation and coefficient of determination are statistically
significant. One can specify the dependence between
the variables of this model, using parabola of the second
order (Pic. Ne2), which is more realistic in our case,
because within the growth of number of crimes “the
break of function” happens at some point. Partly, this
could be explained by the fact of growing obligations of
the organs practically counteracting criminality, first of

2) criminality as a constituent part of a criminological
subject. Which features and characteristics of criminality
does criminology study? To answer this question
it is necessary to analyze the following features of
criminality: historically transient, changeable, social legal
phenomenonofaclasssociety, ofrelatively mass character,
including quantitative and qualitative characteristics and
features; 3) causes of criminality, conditions, leading
to its commitment. Criminology studies a complex of
phenomena and processes, conditions and circumstances
of social life, being a cause of criminality. It is important
to remember the statement, that the causes of criminality
lie in the phenomenon of superstructure, dependent on
the basis; 4) causes and conditions of concrete crimes,
ways of its elimination, neutralization at a contemporary
stage of development of Russian society; 5) criminal
personality as a constituent subject of criminology.
It is important to study the features of criminality
personality, tendencies of delinquent conduct mechanism
and criminality personality structure; 6) criminality
counteraction measures, i.e. system of state and social

a legal state; 8) prediction — prediction of criminality
development, i.e. the prognosis and recommendations
for prevention of concrete types of crime. The subject
of criminology should be expanded with the following
elements: 1. organization of concrete criminological
research works — practically everywhere empirical and
scientific researches are held, though recommendations
and methods are developed by criminology; 2.
elimination of criminality consequences. Every year
criminality damnifies the society. Criminology develops
methodological approaches to elimination of criminality
consequences in order to minimize state expenses for
its counteraction; 3. management of processes of
criminality counteraction — it is profitable for the
state to possess progressive technologies of criminality
counteraction as well as in political as in economical
sense. Recommendations, created by criminology, are
usually used to manage the processes of criminality
counteraction; 4. victimological conduct of a victim
of a crime, etc. The problems of method and system of
criminology are covered in te article.

Idea of Criminality Counteraction
in XXI Century
The author points out, that the economical constituent
part of criminality counteraction never included
criminological analysis. The practice of legal procedure
shows the role corruption plays in it. Western prisons
are very much alike to that of Middle Ages, leading to
exasperation of a human character. According to the
conditions of keeping, according to the character of
relations between the administration and the convicts,
soviet reformatories are of absolutely new type. The
difference is that a convict there was treated like a
socially neglected man, who needs to be re-educated.
The main target now is to make crime commitment
economically unprofitable for the criminal. First, this
structure was broken at the beginning of the 60-es by
means of liquidation of the notion “thief in law”. But
10 years after this notion came back. Viewing the issue
from the point of criminology, it is necessary to say, that
never before the economical component was involved in
criminality counteraction. We have no full and concrete
information about of the damage done by criminality.
There is no information whether there is any satisfactory
compensation of this damage by the convicts. Professional
organized criminality by means of corruption got a strong
support within state employees and politicians.

member of secret world government. The text appeared
to be a detailed project of creation of a united all-world
state, which would let the Jews destroy all the non-Jewish
states and rule all the people, i.e. some secret Jewish
organization acted like a geo-criminal group. In 1903
“Protocols of Zionist Wise Men” were published in St.
Petersburg’s newspaper “Znamya’ under the title “Project
of Jewish Conquest of Russia”. It was published by
publicist P.A. Krushevan, a Deputy of State Duma of the
second convocation and one of the founders of the Black-
Hundred “Union of Russian People”, founded in 1905.
The evidence of non-originality of the ‘“Protocols” was
presented, including: the basic idea of the “Protocols” —
presumption of Superiority of Jews among other nations.
None of the legislations ever existed aimed to destroy all
the governments in the world. Creation ofnon—legislation
— all the existing laws would become dysfunctional. The
text is written in a familiar, cynical way with lots of
straightforward, intolerant phrases; it is full of vulgarisms
and boasting. In the text there is not a single element in
any way close to what is called “wisdom”. Anyway, it
aims to irritate and provoke readers against “Zionist
wise men”. If the Jews would have written any political
declaration, it would have contained Bible ground of their
position with general references to religious texts. But
this text is absolutely religiously ignorant and atheistic.
The main addressee of the text is a mass, average man,
person of narrow wit. Most of the serious analyses of
the text prove its compelative character and point out to
the links with lampoon by M. Joliet “Dialogue Between
Montesquieu and Machiavelli”, published in 1864. It is
proved today, that the text was created by the chief of
Foreign Secret Service Department of Police Department
P.I. Rachkovski, ex-member of the «Narodnaya Volya»,
one of the founder of the Black-Hundred “Union of
Russian People”. He chose a writer M.V. Golovinski
(1865-1920), who was an agent of Police Department,
who became an author of the text.

Women work
as recruiters, parlor house holders and even as central
figures of the most of such organizations.

“voluntary” assignation. Victim’s behavior is very
important in motivation, decision-making to commit a
crime. Itis a constituent element of criminogenic situation.
So, victim’s behavior is very important from the point of
view of criminal law. It allows to individualize criminal
responsibility according to victimological features and to
impose a just penalty.

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E.V. Simonova. Criminological and Some Other
Aspects of Security Ensurance for Russian Tourists
In Russian , 4 deaths accounts for every 10 thousand
pedestrian tourists, 5 deaths accounts for 10 thousand
skiers, 15 — for sea tourists, 24 — for mountain-climbers.
The most widespread type of deaths is in the water
(40% from the general number of incidents); injuries in
mountains, hiking or skiing (19%); super cooling; car
incidents and crashes (12%). In the article the analysis
of suggestions on the conference “Organization and
Keeping of Measures of Ensuring Tourism Safety” is
presented. The conference was held in October, 19,
2007 by Emergency Control Ministry of Russia. The
suggestions are generalized: the State should organize
a system of emergency help to Russian tourists abroad
and in the homeland. Within that, it is necessary on the
territory of Russia: to develop a concept of legal support
of tourism safety; to establish responsibility for all the
subject of relations in the field of tourism safety; to
found special department in MIA (seasonal, temporal),
ensuring tourism safety. Tourist guides and agents
should ensure necessary conditions for personal tourist
security, guarantee unhampered emergency medical
care and guarantee tourists to be awarded damages or
moral damage in case of agreement violation. Organs of
executive power and privies should be informed about the
cases of emergency or tourists not coming back. Tourists
should be given insurance or free medical aid.

Important Question

It is important in acts of the Articles of CC REF,
concerning responsibility for crimes, connected with
drugs, psychotropic substances or analogies, to define
the subject — that is “drugs” (Notice to Art. 228 CC).
It is necessary to add, that if, at the beginning or in
the process of detention or search, the guilty doesn’t
indicate the location of drugs, psychotropic substances
or analogies, letting the, out could not be considered
voluntary. Measures: legal measures of different fields
of law, regulating drugs addiction and drugs business
counteraction, Constitution of RF, international treaties;
material technical measures (staff strength of law-
enforcement and equipment).

A.A. Majorov. Causes of Drugs Addiction

The author suggests, that the following promote
drugs addiction: international relations and globalization;
impossibility of law-enforcement to counteract illegal
drugs traffic by mafia groups by “black market” or any

M.A. Udovitchenko. Some Problems of Prevention,
Disclosing and Investigation of Terrorism
The author suggests, that: it is necessary to create
a united interdepartmental data bank on members of
organized criminal groups, including that of ethnic
character; on persons, inclined to create organized
criminal groups or to commit terrorist acts, so that
agents of any department, counteracting terrorism
or other grave crime, could effectively use this
criminological information according to legal norms,
regulating application of this data (regulation of
source system, transmit chain, keeping, usage and
realization). In North-Caucasus Region it is necessary
to create a universal data on population, based on
information of law enforcement, military registration
and enlistment offices, airports, insurance companies,
health authorities and social service. It should
include dactyloscopic registration of individuals,
entering the country, information on terrorist activity
in political, ideological, religious, economic, legal,
industrial and personal relations (S.M. Kolotushkin,
R.R. Kardanov). It should contain data not only from
one region, but from all over the world. Terrorist act
investigation should be held by all law-enforcement
departments. That would lead to creation of a
united coordination centre, able to do analytical and
methodical work and to perform guarding functions
professionally.

Specific Features of Questioning a Victim
of Extortion
During preliminary (non-contact) preparation for
questioning, the investigator should: 1) choose the way
to summon a person and the way to realize it; 2) analyze
the personality of a victim, the materials of the criminal
case, choose the object of the questioning, type and order
of questions; 3) develop mental model of the questioning,
line of his conduct, techniques of questioning; 4) make
a schedule of the questioning, formulate presumable
questions, their order; 5) provide all the necessary
equipment and materials (69% questionings are recorded
by means of computer, 23% of investigators possess
enough knowledge and skills of work with equipment
and computer); 6) study normative documents, necessary
for investigating the case, study exhibits, some other
objects, necessary for the questioning; 7) choose
the place for questioning and in case of choosing an
investigating office, s/he should organize it properly;
8) ensure presence of people, whose participation in
the questioning is necessary. During the questioning,
it is necessary to establish the following facts: 1) data,
characteristic of a victim; 2) circumstances of crime, its
participants and the role of everyone in it; 3) possible
conduct of a participant during investigation. After the
post-object conversation, the investigator should: 1)
acquaint the participant with the report; 2) clarify, if the
participant has any notes, remarks and record it; 3) ensure
that all the reports are signed; 4) clarify, if the victim has
applications or petitions.

V.A. Mikhailov. The Problem of Organs of Preliminary
Investigation and Prosecutor’s Surveillance Under
Legality of Their Actions

Statistics prove that surveillance under Soviet
investigatory organs ensured their effective
interaction with other law enforcement and state
institutions, officials, public organizations and
population and contributed a lot to effective
investigation, disclosing and counteraction to crimes.
According to this data in 1963-1977, 90-95% of
registrated crimes were annually disclosed, and more
than 70% of criminal cases were sent to courts as
cognizable cases. The quality of investigation was
high. Legal procedure in more than 95% of criminal
cases finished by conviction, not more than 0,05%
- by verdict of «not guilty», and presumably 1,5%
of cases the decision was to sent the materials back
to Investigation Department for further investigation.
3% of criminal cases were stopped. Liberalization of
politics in Russian Federation lead to creation of an
oligarchic elite group, whose multi-milliard fortunes
are founded and enriched by criminal privatization
of State property, economy failure, social field
destruction, all in all — impoverishment of 90%
of population of Russia. The responsibility of the
officials and authorities, law enforcement organs,
investigators and judges is neglected. The principle
of inevitability of punishment for crime is neglected
as well. The most important cause of criminality
increase is rejection of politics of Russian Federation
to counteract criminality, to take preventive measures
within change to liberal politics of so-called “control
under criminality” in liberal reforming of Criminal
Code of RF. Establishing liberal punishment by
Criminal Code provokes growth of economical
criminality and corruption. Annually in Russian
Federation more than 3 million criminal cases are
instituted, but only 1 Or 1,1 million (20%) are sent to
the court. Real sentences are passed on not more than
60% of criminal cases; no more than 15-16% of those
committed a crime are sentenced, the rest of 84-85%
are either set free or are not called to account because

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of escape or non-disclosing of the case. In June, 05,
2007 Federal Assembly passed the law NeFL-87 “On
Modifying and Supplement of Criminal Procedural
Code Of Russian Federation” and Federal Law “On
Prosecutor’s Office in Russian Federation”, according
to which the organs of preliminary investigation
of Prosecutor’s Office RF, including Investigation
Department, Investigation Offices and investigators
of General Prosecutor’s Office, Regional Prosecutor’s
Offices of RF, etc., and military and other specialized
institutions are reorganized into Investigation
Committee in Prosecutor’s Office of RF. Regulations
on Investigation Committee in Prosecutor’s Office
of RF is approved by the President of Russian
Federation. Some of these regulations do not
correspond to Art. 129 and some of other Articles in
Constitution of Russian Federation as well as they do
not with some articles of Criminal Procedural Code
of RF. Moreover, these changes are not actually able
to contribute to effective criminality counteraction
and prevention. The author presents his own detailed
system of legal transformation in the field.

N.G. Muratova, G.R. Kazaryan. Problems of
Procedural Decision-Making at the Stage of Instituting
a Criminal Case

According to the data of “Monitoring of
Consummation of Criminal Procedural Code of RF”,
indexes of negative estimates of this procedure reduce.
Affirmative answer to the question, whether “it would
be more difficulties, if the prosecutor has to agree with
institution of a criminal case” was given by 68%. But
after the introduction of the CPC since July, 01, 2002, the
percentage refused to that of 55%. Affirmative answer
to the question, whether “it would be less ungrounded
instituted criminal cases” and “the level of responsibility
of investigators would grow” was given by 30-34% of
experts, but after the 1¢ of July, the index was41-47%.
Because of regulating the procedure of instituting a
criminal case, the number of those instituted lowered and
the number of refuses grew, as there was not foundation.
Procedural decisions, taken at the stage of instituting a

Thus, it is advisable to change the redaction of Art. 145
CPC RF: decisions, taken by an investigator: 1) on the
instituting of a criminal case; 2) on refusal to institute a
criminal case; 3) on delivery for investigative jurisdiction;
4) application for prolongation of decision-making on
information of the crime. Decisions, taken by prosecutor:
1) on agreement to institute a criminal case; 2) on refusal
to institute a criminal case; 3) on returning the materials
for further investigation; 4) on prolongation of decision-
making on information of the crime. Decisions, taken
by judge at the stage of institution of a criminal case: 1)
on admission of agreement to institute a criminal case
to be illegal or unfounded; 2) on admission of refusal
to institute a criminal case to be illegal or unfounded; 3)
on admission of prosecutor’s resolution to abolish the
institution of a criminal case and resolution to institute a
criminal case to be illegal or unfounded; 4) conclusion on
indication of corpus delicti presence in person’s actions;
5) conclusion on absence of indication of corpus delicti in
person’s actions; 6) on admission of appealed procedural
decision.

A.R. Ishmuratov. System of Judicial Supervision
Decision on Criminal Cases
Judicial Practice shows, that the number of appeals
in course of supervision exceeds the number of those on
newly disclosed circumstances. In 2006, the Supreme
Court of RF examined 89294 supervision complaints
and representation for sentences and judicial decisions on
criminal cases. In 2006, The Supreme Court of Republic
of Tatarstan examined 4065 supervision complaints, in
2005 — 3652. At the same time, in 2000 -2006, Judicial
Presidiums of Republic of Tatarstan, of Maryi El and
of Kirov Oblast examined only 12 appeals on criminal
cases on newly disclosed circumstances. Four models of
procedures of judicial decision-making are presented in
details (general, special, particular, control).

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S.N. Demtchenko. Category of Fault in Regressive
Requisitions and Its Correlation with Fault in Criminal
: Law
According to Paragraph 1, Art. 401 of Civil Code, an
employer is considered guilty, if s/he doesn’t take enough
measures to meet his engagement. So, guilt in civil law
is founded not on a psychic attitude of an offender, but
it bears an objective subjective character. In contrast to
the principle of presumption of not guilty in criminal
law, civil law is based on the principle of presumption of
guilt. The notion of “guilt” combines both subjective and
objective aspects of offence. There is no such a notion as
“somebody else’s guilt”, so the legislator applies the right
of regress as a special juridical technical way of imposing
aresponsibility on a true offender. Thus, the introduction
of legal norms, allowing examining a direct appeal and
a regressive appeal, into arbitral procedural and civil
procedural legislation would contribute to more effective
conflicts resolution and imposition of a responsibility.

Underage subject of administrative breaking of law

is a person, able to bear civil account, but not older than

18 years; a natural person, who meets the requirements

of legislation of the Russian Federation to the notion and

who has no legal restrictions to be accounted a subject

of administrative breaking of law, and who has violated
civil legislation norms as a result of an unlawful act.

R.G. Nabiev. Revolution of Theoretical Approaches
to Legal Regulation of Power Supply Treaties in Russia
The legal issue of power supply treaties can be better
defined by application of a troad concept of “incorporal
property”. The main difficulty lies in determination of
legal understanding of a notion “power” as a special
category of things, as power does not possess any
physical characteristics (form, mass, volume). Scientists’
suggestions to classify power supply treaties as contracts
of work and labor or rendering of service are erroneous,
because there is no result of work in relations, connected
with power supply or the absence of concrete actions in
favor of power addressee.

L.S. Karapetyan. Legal Status of Ethnic Groups
in  Russia Federation: Contemporary State and
Development
According to common practice, most international
organization accept, that the rights of indigenous minor
peoples are regulated by the same norm as the rights of
national (ethnic) minorities. Gallup poll of the last year
showed the growth of ethnic self-identification within
Russian people. In 1986 78% identified themselves as
“Soviet” and only 15% - as “Russian”, at the end of 2006
only 23% of the questioned do not accept the slogan
“Russia is for the Russians!”, i.e. 77% accept or approve
it. First, the contemporary state of State development is
characterized by the growing role of an ethnic factor.
Second, the notion of “national (ethnic) minorities” comes
closer to the notion of national (ethnic) minorities from
the point of view of legal regulations. Third, it is advisable
to introduce a notion of “The Russian” in legislation and
to create legal mechanisms for full national development
of the largest ethnic group of our country. Fourth, most of
the problems of legal norms realization id founded on the
problem of non-sufficient financing. Fifth, it is advisable
to introduce the civil responsibility for national dignity
insult.
